After reviewing the grant/funding program if you plan to develop and submit an application, it is 
suggested that you contact the Funding Organisation to discuss your eligibility and the application 
process. 
 
Step 6 

Prepare your application clearly following the program guidelines and ensuring all required 
documentation and information has been included prior to submitting it to the relevant funding 
organisation before the closing date.

This can include minor equipment 
purchases and program service delivery support. 

Stream 3 (Major Projects) 
For incorporated, not-for-profit organisations to apply for grants between $5,000 and $50,000 per 
year to conduct significant projects aimed at increasing participation levels and improving the quality 
of active recreation, sport and physical activity for people with disabilities.  This can include 
equipment purchase, project and program service delivery and facility upgrades.
